Aschedule for routine care of the vacuum collector is provided.
Some of the schedule requirements are based on operating
hours. For this reason, it will be necessary to determine or
estimate total operating time. This is easily accomplished by
using an hour meter. An alternative method involves deter-
mining normal times for regular jobs. Multiply these normal
times by the number of times you perform these jobs and add
any unusual operating time or estimate the total operating
time.
