The equipment which you have purchased does not have a spark arrester muffler. If this
equipment is to be used on any forest covered and brush covered land or grass covered
unimproved land in the state of California, the law requires that a spark arrester muffler be
installed and be in effective working order. The spark arrester must be attached to the
exhaust system and comply with Section 4442 of the California Public Resources Code.

9. Mow up and down the face of slopes (not steeper
than 10 degrees); never across theface of the slope.
10.Itisrecommended thatthecontainerbekeptonly
half full when negotiating any slopes. Start mowing
on slopes when the container is empty.

11. Inspect your lawn and remove any foreign ob-
jects before mowing. Never deliberately run mower
across any foreign object.

12. Wear ear protection if noise level is offensive.

NEVER operate the mower unless the discharge
guard and either the deflector assembly or the
vacuum collector adapter are fastened securely in
place.

WARNING!

Toavoid seriousinjury,perform maintenanceonthe
vacuum collector ONLY AFTER STOPPING THE
TRACTOR ENGINE AND WAITING FOR ALL MOV-
ING PARTS TO COME TO A COMPLETE STOP. Set
the parking brake.

Do not work around the mower deck boot or the
blower area until you are certain that the mower
blades and the blower fan have stopped rotating.

For your personal safety, ALWAYS mow UP and
DOWN the face of slopes and NEVER across the
face. NEVER attempt to mow excessively steep
slopes and use caution when turning on any
slope.
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ASSEMBLY

STEP 1:

FIRST REMOVE THE TWO FACTORY BOLTS IN MOWER (A). THEN PLACE THE RIGHT
BOTTOM BRACE (A) ON EACH SIDE OF THE REAR FRAME OF THE MOWER AS SHOWN IN
THE PICTURE. SECURE (3) WITH (1) 3/8"—16 x 2-1/2" x 4" U-BOLT (K1419) AND ) 3/8°-16
FLANGE NUTS (K1215). NEXT USING THE TWO FACTORY BOLTS FINISH BOLTING ON THE
BOTTOM BRACE AS SHOWN IN THE PICTURE. TO BOLT THE LEFT SIDE PLATE,

FOLLOW THE SAME INSTRUCTIONS EXCEPT USE (1) 3/8” x 3" x 2 x 1” UBOLT (K1432). ONCE
BOTTOM BRACES (B) ARE SECURE PLACE THE OUTER ENGINE MOUNT TUBE (C)
UNDERNEATH THE MOWER HAVING THE SIDE WITH THE HOLE FACING TO THE TOP
RIGHT SIDE OF THE REAR OF THE MOWER. SECURE EACH SIDE WITH

) 3/8-16 x 2-1/2’ x 5’ U-BALT (K1421) AND (@) 3/8~16 FLANGE NUTS (K1215). NEXT SLIDE
ENGINE MOUNT ARM (D) INTO OUTER ENGINE MOUNT TUBE (C) AND DROP (1)

DETENT PIN (K0281) THROUGH THE HOLE TO LOCK THE ARM INTO PLACE. AFTER THE
ENGINE MOUNT ARM (D) IS IN POSITION, PLACE THE ENGINE ON TOP OF THE ARM AS
SHOMN AND SECURE WITH (4) 5/16"-18 x 1-1/2° HEX BOLTS AND (4) 5/16"~18 ALANGE NUTS

TIGHTEN NUTS AND BOLTS
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ASSEMBLY

STEP 2:

PLACE MAIN FRAVEE (A) OVER EACH SIDE OF
THE LOWER SUPPORT BRACES (B). SECURE
EACH SIDE WITH (1) 3/4°~10 x 1-1/4" HEX BOLT
(KB130) AND (1) 3/4°~10 HEX NUT (KBB05). FOR
SECURING THE HINGE HANDLE PLACE (1)
HANDLE (A08897) ON THE OUTSIDE OF THE
FRAME (A) AND SECURE BACK SIDE WITH
@ 1/2-13 x 1” HEX BALT (K1231). THE TOP
PORTION OF THE FRAME IS NOW ABLE TO
HINGE AWAY FROM THE MOWERS ENGINE
TO ALLOW FOR DAILY MAINTENENCE.

TO INSTALL (OPTIONAL) WEIGHT ASSEMBLY
(A0931) PLACE WEIGHT ON TOP OF FRONT
TWO CASTER FRAMES AND SECURE WITH

@ 3/B-16 x4’ x3-1/2'U-BATSAD @) /8’
—16 ALANGE NUTS. USE DIAGRAM TO HELP
PLACE. (NOTE: WEIGHT IS VERY HEAVY AND

THE EARS OF THE CONE (8) SHouLD Ty
FIT UNDERNEATH TWO THREADED
BOSSES ON THE BLOWER FACE (B).
SEOURE MITH (@) 5/167-18 x 2" HEX

BOLTS (#K1159).

TIGHTEN ALL NUTS AND BOLTS!

IMPELLER BLADE REPLACEMENT

TO REMOVE: REMOVE HEX BOLTS FROM HUB
THEN SCREW THE BOLTS INTO
THREADED HOLES TO REMOVE
OLD BLADE. (THIS WILL PUSH
IMPELLER OFF THE HUB,) IF
THE IMPELLER IS STUCK ON
HIT THE BASE OF THE IMP—

ELLER BETWEEN EACH VEIN

@) 3/8™-16 ALANGE NUTS. TO MOUNT BOOT
ASSEMBLY, FIRST REMOVE MOWER
DEFLECTOR BY REMOVING (2) BOLTS ON
EACH SIDE OF THE DEFLECTOR, SECOND
LINE UP HOLES FROM THE BOOT PLATE (B)
TO THE MOWER DECK AND SLIDE THE BOOT
ROD (B2540) THROUGH TO HOLD BOOT IN
PLACE. USE (1) COTTER PIN (KO099) TO KEEP
ROD IN PLACE.

STEP 6:

PLACE HOSE 5-6" HOSE CLAMPS OVER EACH
END OF THE 6” HOSE (C). ATTACH ONE END
OVER THE BLOWER HOUSING (D). ATTACH
FREE END OF HOSE OVER INLET RING (E).
TIGHTEN CLAMPS! ATTACH THE INLET RING
(® TO THE HOSE CONNECTOR RING (F) BY
LIFTING UP THE PIN AND LOCKING THE PIN
ONTO THE INLET RING (E). TO MOUNT LOWER
HOSE PLACE 7-8’ HOSE CLAMPS OVER EACH
END OF THE HOSE. ATTACH ONE END OVER
THE BLOWER CONE (G). TIGHTEN CLAMP.
SLIDE FREE END OVER BOOT (A) AND TIGHTEN
CLAMP.

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MAINTENANCE

Your Lawn Vac was designed and built to provide years of service with only minor care. Certain
tasks however must be performed to keep it in good operating condition and to avoid costly
repairs. This section describes and provides procedures for the necessary care of the Lawn Vac.

SCHEDULED CARE | CARE REQUIRED

Before Each Use Check engine oil.
Check all hose connections.

After Each Use Clean Collector Box, hoses and engine of all grass and dirt.

Every 10 Hours Check to be sure all screws, nuts, bolts, pins, etc. are present and secure.

Storage

Never storeyour Lawn Vac with afull or partially filled container; decaying grass and leaves may constitute afire hazard
if lefttoo long. Never leave your vac exposed to the elements. While the metal parts are protected with a quality paint,
the engine and other unprotected parts may deteriorate if left exposed to rain or snow.

Emptying The Lawn Vac

When the collector becomes full, the blower tone will change. In order to empty the container - Release the back door
by moving the

dump handle on the left hand side of the container. Release the door, push back on the container and the debris falls
out. When empty, pull the box forward; move the dump handle in to properly close the rear door.

Service

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TROUBLE SHOOTING

Diagnostic Procedures

Trouble shooting procedures are provided in the chart below. To use these procedures, first
locate the problem description that best describes the trouble that you have encountered.
Check the possible causes one at a time in the list. Correct any problems that are found and

operate the vacuum collector again to verify that you have eliminated the problem.
DO NOT attempt any major repairs without first contacting your dealer.
